1) Dale Chihuly: Seaforms: This series spans three decades of the influential artist’s work and 
explores the beauty and fragility of the marine environment. The 40 works in the show demon-
strate Chihuly’s technical mastery of the medium and his ability to transform hot viscous liquid 
into brilliantly colored sculptures inspired by the sea. The exhibit is sponsored by Citizens 
Bank.

2) Blown Away: International Glass of the 21st Century is an exhibition of 55 works rep-
resenting 40 of the most influential glass artists from around the world.
