EMANUEL TANAY, M.D., CLINICAL PROFESSOR OF PSYCHIATRY, WAYNE STATE UNIVERSITY
Dr. Tanay — a Holocaust survivor from Poland and a highly regarded forensic psychiatrist — has been an
expert witness in hundreds of civil and criminal cases including such well known ones as those of Jack «
Ruby, Ted Bundy and Dr. Sam Shepherd. He has both experienced injustice and observed it. Accord- Emanuel Tanay, M.D.
ing to Dr. Tanay, the intention to do justice is nearly universal, yet injustice is widespread. He does not
know what justice is, but does know what causes harm and suffering. As a matter of definition, according to him justice is
arbitrary. Dr. Tanay is a Distinguished Fellow of the American Academy of Forensic Science and of the American Psychi-
atric Society and a recipient of many awards. He has taught in the U.S., Canada and Europe. He has published numerous
articles about forensic psychiatry, post-traumatic stress and the Holocaust. He is the author of Passport to Life: Reflections
of a Holocaust Survivor, on his experiences and those of his family in Europe during World War 11, and a series of essays
about the roots of bigotry and genocide. Dr. Tanay was a consultant to the German government on compensation to sur-
vivors of concentration camps. A graduate of the University of Munich Medical School, he completed an internship and
residency in Illinois and postgraduate work at the U-M. He has retired from private psychiatry practice.

As CEO of he Health
System she is responsible for leadership and management of the Medical School, clinical services of
the School of Nursing, the U-M Hospitals and Health Centers and the Michigan Health Corporation,
a legal entity that allows the Health System to enter into partnerships, affiliations, joint ventures and
other business activities. She came to U-M from Indiana University where she was president and CEO of Riley Hospital
for Children and oversaw research at the Indiana University School of Medicine. She received her medical degree from
Northwestern University and had a distinguished career in pediatric endocrinology.

Professor Traugott will talk about the November election outcomes — including campaigns, the
primaries and caucuses.

Professor Traugott studies the mass media and their impact on American politics. This in-
cludes research on the use of the media by candidates in their campaigns and the impact on voters,
as well as the ways that campaigns are covered and the impact of this coverage on candidates. He
has a particular interest in the use of surveys and polls and the way they are used to cover cam-
paigns and elections. In winter 2009 he had a fellowship at the Joan Shorenstein Barone Center for
the Press, Politics and Public Policy at the Kennedy School at Harvard University, and last August
he served as a Fulbright Senior Specialist at the Institute for Public Opinion Research in Hanoi,
Vietnam. He is the past president of the World Association for Public Opinion Research, serv-
ing on their Council and as an editor of their journal, the International Journal of Public Opinion Michael Traugott
Research. He also is part of a team helping Qatar University to develop a social and economic
survey research institute.

Professor Adams will talk about the entire history of the universe, from the big bang to the far
future. Along the way, he will discuss the ultimate demise of stars, galaxies, degenerate rem-
nants, and even black holes.

Professor Adams works in the general area of theoretical astrophysics with a focus on

the study of star formation and cosmology. He is internationally recognized for his work on the
radiative signature of the star formation process, the dynamics of circumstellar disks, and the
physics of molecular clouds. His recent work includes the development of a theory for the initial
mass function for forming stars, and studies of extra-solar planetary systems. In cosmology he
has studied many aspects of the inflationary universe and the long term future of the universe. In
2002 he authored a book, Origins of Existence: How Life Emerged in the Universe.

His research focuses on the determinants and effects of
government policies on firms and labor and capital markets,
on corporate and national governance and performance,
and on entrepreneurship. He was the runner up in a recent
Czech Republic presidential election.

She is a past President of the Cognitive Sci-
ence Society, past co-chair of the Institutional Review Board for the Behavioral Sciences at Michigan, and currently is a
